Dormitories

Private Accommodation

For some master programs, students need
to have an appropriate academic and/or professional
background in order to get admission to the courses,
e.g. in architecture or business administration.

Tuition will be paid to your home institution. At TU Berlin
you only have to cover a small contribution to the student
social fund and the costs for the public transportation
pass as well as your living expenses.

Erasmus Students have to provide us with a German
language certificate on the completed A2 level.

Only overseas students can provide either a German or
English language certificate since the main languages
of instruction are German and English. We would like
to point out that you should at least be fluent in one of
these languages in order to successfully study at TU
Berlin.

Exchange students should be students of good
academic standing at their home universities and have
to be nominated by their university to participate in our
exchange program.

Master students will have to provide a copy of their
bachelor's degree or an equivalent.
